- 0On 17" June a Community Action Day will be celebrated on The Green where skips
will be provided for residents to recycle wood, metal etc. These have been funded by
BPHA. All are encouraged to come along and have a look around the ‘take it or leave
it’ stall in case there is something they’d like to rescue from going in the skips. There
will be seed swaps, the community larder food, the clothes swap rail. Northstowe Arts
and BPHA will deliver a free workshop for residents to create something new out of
recycled materials. This is also supported by the CDOs who will be on hand for a
chat on the day.
