Disqualification from being elected a member is set out in Section 80 of the Local Government Act 1972.

DISQUALIFICATIONS
A person is disqualified for being elected as a local councillor or being a member of a local council if he/she -

(a)
holds any paid office or employment of the local council (other than the office of Chairman) or of a joint committee on which the council is represented; or

(b)
Is the subject of a bankruptcy restrictions order, or an interim bankruptcy restrictions order, or a debt relief restrictions order or interim debt relief restrictions order under Schedule 4ZB of the Insolvency Act 1986.
(c)
has within 5 years before the day of election, or since his/her election, been convicted in the U.K., Channel Islands or Isle of Man of any offence and has been sentenced to imprisonment (whether suspended or not) for not less than 3 months without the option of a fine; or

(d)
is otherwise disqualified under Part lit of the Representation of the People Act 1983 for corrupt or illegal practices, or under the Audit Commission Act 1998 consequent upon audit proceedings.

A person who is disqualified from being elected or holding office as a member of a local council is also disqualified for being a member of a committee or sub-committee of that council or for being a representative of the council on a joint committee involving that council. (s. 104).
